Section Four is devoted to economic and financial statistics, which
indicate the distinguished international status occupied by the GCC
States at the global level in terms of the reserves and production of oil
and gas, as well as the volume of foreign trade and the gross domestic
product. Finally, Section Five briefly presents statistics of transportation,
telecommunications and hotels.

In order to provide accurate and reliable data, this Bulletin relies
mainly on data from official statistical agencies in the Member States.
As for the data in Section One on GCC States in international indicators,
the data relies on international sources, such as the International
Monetary Fund, World Bank, Organization of Arab Petroleum Exporting
Countries, Organization of the Petroleum Exporting Countries, and the
United Nations Human Development Report, 2013.

This Bulletin, as other GCC Secretariat General publications is
available on the website of the Secretariat General.
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Introduction

The Secretariat-General of the Cooperation Council for the Arab
States of the Gulf'is pleased to present the fourth edition of its Statistical
Bulletin “GCC States: A Statistical Glance” which includes statistical
data of the Member States spanning the years 2009, 2010 , 2011 and
2012. A brief reading of the statistical data and graphs have been added.

Section One sheds light on the position and status of the GCC states
in international economic indicators. It is clear from the data that the
GCC States occupy an advanced international status in international
economy and trade, The gross domestic product (GDP) amounted to
1.6 trillion dollars in 2012, and international trade reached $ 1.4 trillion
in the same year. Data also point to the advanced status achieved by the
GCC States in human development indicators.

Section Two covers population and other vital statistics, The GCC
States populations reached 47.4 million people in the year 2012, and the
size of the work force touched 21 million people, i.e., 44% of the GCC
population in the same year.

Section Three deals with statistics related to education and health
services, which show an aspect of GCC States’ achievement in human
development. The number of students in public education reached
nine million students in 2012. In addition, health services recorded a
remarkable increase in the number of doctors in the GCC states, which
registered 113 thousand doctors in 2012, at a rate of one doctor for

every 419 inhabitants.
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
